Ebb – Emotional Depth

Ebb happens in moments of reflection, emotion, memory, intimacy. It’s when a character pauses to feel something. When the story dips inward. When the pace slows not to stall, but to deepen.

Arc – The Invisible Pull

Diagnosing a Scene

You’ve learned the framework. You’ve seen the techniques. Now let’s see kinetic storytelling in the wild—inside the story.

What follows are scenes from Bartleby, annotated with commentary to show how they embody the four pillars of kinetic storytelling:


  	Flow – Narrative movement, decisions, momentum

  	Disguised Ebb – Emotion layered into motion or dialogue

  	Arc in Motion – Character shift, even subtle

  	Rhythm – Sentence control, breath, punch



Scene 1: The Opening

“Go, go, go!”

Glass shattered. Heavy footsteps. Boots thundered. Laboured breath. A scream. Gunfire.

I burst into the living room. Black-clad men. Rifles up. Two bodies on the floor—Mum and Dad. Ligeia’s face, so pale, so white—eyes wide, pupils dilated. She fell to her knees—like in slow motion.

“It’s him!” one of them barked.

They turned their guns on me.

“We need him alive,” their leader ordered.

The world stopped.

Commentary


  	Flow: Pure forward momentum from the first sentence. No set-up. You’re in.

  	Rhythm: Short fragments keep pace with the chaos. Visual. Breathless.

  	Disguised Ebb: “The world stopped” lets the grief fracture in, without pausing the action.

  	Arc: This is the catalyst. Bartleby’s origin wound.



Scene 2: The Apple and the Truck Driver

“My daughter packed it for me. She is blind,” he said, more to himself. A faraway look in his eyes.

I looked at the apple and smiled, then pocketed it inside my jacket.

“Aren’t you going to eat it?”

“I’ll save it for later.”

Commentary


  	Disguised Ebb: No exposition about kindness—just a boy choosing to value a gift.

  	Arc in Motion: Bartleby shows us who he is—someone who sees meaning where others wouldn’t.

  	Rhythm: Calm, quiet, almost tender. A breather, without slowing the current.



Scene 3: The Bridge and the Girl

“I could have another,” I said with a chuckle, stood up, and got off the ledge. I extended my hand.

She didn’t move at first. Her fingers twitched like she wanted to reach for something—like she wanted to believe in something.

I smiled.

“Are you coming?”

Commentary


  	Flow: Action through invitation. A choice is made in real time.

  	Disguised Ebb: Her hesitation says more than a paragraph of monologue.

  	Arc: She chooses life. That’s a turn.

  	Rhythm: Clean, open lines. Like the space between heartbeats.



Scene 4: Locker Room Challenge

“About this,” I said, pointing at him standing above me, ready to kill me. “Do you find me sexually attractive?”

Terry’s face turned red. He looked like he was about to blow a gasket.

That’s when one of the teachers arrived and dragged him away.

Commentary


  	Flow: A power reversal through a single line.

  	Ebb: The line is funny, unsettling, revealing.

  	Arc: Bartleby refuses passivity. He pushes truth to the surface.

  	Rhythm: Tight, theatrical. Pressure, release.



Scene 5: Gumbo and Grace

“You did the right thing. How would we eat this without spoons or plates?” I pulled out a large Tupperware container filled with gumbo. “See, you even bought the microwave.”

Commentary


  	Disguised Ebb: Emotional weight is tucked into logistics.

  	Arc: Emma sees herself differently—useful, not useless.

  	Rhythm: Casual, kind. No embellishment. The moment breathes on its own.



Scene 6: The Red Apple Goodbye

“I love you, brother,” she squeezed his hand, and he squeezed hers back.

“I can make you,” she said.

Bartleby smiled.

A gust of wind sent little ripples on the river, breaking the reflection like a broken mirror for a second.

Ligeia closed her eyes for a moment, inhaling the fresh scent of the world.

Peace in the end.

She opened her eyes.

Bartleby was gone.

In her hand, Only a red apple remained.

Commentary


  	Flow: Even exits are active. Bartleby leaves in motion.

  	Ebb: The apple says everything.

  	Arc: Ligeia’s final shift—from vengeance to peace.

  	Rhythm: Fragmented. Spare. Lyrical. A lullaby of loss.



Scene 7: The Showdown with Octavia

“You should know. You’re a psionic, like my sister.”

“You!” she said. “Why can’t I sense you?”

I shrugged.

“What are you?”

“I am Bartleby.”

Commentary


  	Flow: Dialogue as dominance. Each line shifts power.

  	Rhythm: Short. Punchy. No wasted breath.

  	Ebb: Identity and fear hum beneath the surface.

  	Arc: His mystery becomes presence. He is what he chooses to be.



Final Thoughts

Kinetic storytelling isn’t about what happens. It’s about how the story moves.

You don’t need exposition to show depth. You don’t need a monologue to show transformation.

You need:


  	One beat of change

  	One breath of meaning

  	One rhythm that pulls the reader through the page



Bartleby shows that kinetic writing isn’t a trick—it’s a philosophy. Every scene shifts. Every image matters. Every word moves.

Now it’s your turn.

Write scenes that move. Write emotions that breathe. Write stories that remember.
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
